Conference Day -2 
26th October 2010

Session 1 – Energy Conservation
Session 1 of the Second day of the “International Conference on Conservation, Energy Efficiency and Solar” started with the presentation on “Building energy code of Pakistan” by Mr. Farhan Mahboob. He highlighted the importance of building code of conduct on energy to help Pakistan save significant amount of energy as well better utilization of resources for the betterment of economy.
It was followed by the Overview of “Energy Conservation in Industries” by Mr. Irshad Ramay representing Attock Refinery Limited (ARL). He started by sharing the challenges faces by Pakistan in Energy area. Mr. Ramay gave the insight of the ways implemented and practiced by his organization to conserve energy. He also shared different comparisons of the usage of boilers and other gadgets in the industries and that was well taken and appreciated by the conference attendees. Mr. Ramay also highlighted the 3 Rs (Reduce, Reuse & Recycle) with examples and the key topic of minimizing the Waste Generation, the cost involved and the benefits.
Mr. K. M. Zubair, Chief of ENERCON, presented his views on the “Policy Issues & Options in Energy Conservation”. Mr. Zubair highlighted the issues like; Distorted perception of Energy Consumption and Lack of awareness and education and the key barriers like; Absence of Legislation, Financing and Standardization and Trust deficit with respect to energy service companies, faced by the energy sector and also provided with the options to counter the issues. He also shared the steps of Conservation Imperatives advocated by ENERCON with the participants. His presentation was followed by Question & Answer session where he discussed the role of different organizations working in the area of Energy Conservation and the need to improve coordination and communication among all.
The last presentation for the session was by the Sri Lankan delegate Prof. Anoja Wickramasinghe, Coordinator National Network on Gender / Environment Focal Point of ENERGIA Sri Lanka. She presented her Country presentation with key emphasis on the role of women in energy sector. She emphasized on the synergy between women & energy and the key strings connecting the two. In the end she shared the result of impact against the local initiatives on the subject issues.

Session 2: Renewable Energy

The second session was started with the presentation of Ms. Ameena Sohail from Alternate Energy Development Board (AEDB) covering the main feature of the “Overview of Alternative and Renewable Energy Policy 2010”. She started with a comparison on policies made in the past specifically from the year 2006 till 2010. She also covered the main points from the Alternative Energy Policy 2010; including the key concerns at Federal & Provisional levels, Power Tariff, Financing facilities for stakeholders, Fiscal Incentives, Local manufacturing etc. She also shared the current status of the policy documents which were prepared after taking feedbacks from all stakeholders and other related departments. Ms. Ameena also highlighted the ongoing Alternative Energy Development projects which are in finalization process and that will build trust and confidence among all stake holders and companies who are interested to invest in energy sector in Pakistan.
Second presentation of the session 2 was made by Mr. Daniel Albert Potash from Advance Engineering Associates International (AEAI) USA, on “Renewable Energy Opportunities and Benefits for Pakistan”. After a brief introduction of his organization AEAI, he shared the key elements of his presentation i.e. energy sector, renewable energy technologies and the importance to pursue renewable energy. He emphasized on addressing the multi-dimensional energy concerns from key areas such as; Environment, Public Policy, Financing and Use of Technology. He suggested the adoption of Renewable Energy technologies such as Wind, Solar and Biomass, and also shared that these are all correlated with the country’s GDP. He further added endorsed it by the fact that, adoption of renewable energy reforms will result in “Low Cost & High Efficiency” and will ultimately impact on the national economy. He also agreed with the fact that Pakistan has a potential to utilize its Wind corners that has strong potential to revive overall energy crises. He also highlighted the fact there some local manufactures that are capable to produce world class material to fulfill the supply chain demand and can be helpful to reduce implementation cost. He ended his presentation by sharing statics comparing South Asian countries that uses renewable energy and progressing in energy sector quite efficiently.
It was followed by a very informative presentation by the session1-chair Mr. John R. Hammond, Manager Energy Utility Partnership Program, United States Energy Association (USEA). Mr. John introduced the USEA to the conference participants, on its working with the developing nations.  South Asia Regional Initiative for Energy (SARI/Energy) program is the main stream development of USEA with key objectives to promote Cross Border Energy Trade, Energy Market Formation and Regional Clean Energy Development. He highlighted the role USEA has played in facilitating the South Asian countries for efficient regional energy resource utilization, works toward transparent and profitable energy practices and increase regional access to energy. He also shared that fact that almost 75 Pakistani industry professionals have been trained to date from 20 different organizations, under the SARI/Energy initiative.
The last presentation was made by Engr. Dr. Ashfaq Ahmed Sheikh representing Pakistan and shared the crises Pakistan is facing on the energy front. He focused on key issues facing Pakistan like Energy Security and Power Shortage. Engr. Ashfaq discussed the overall situation of the energy crises in Pakistan and highlighted the key factor by virtue of which Pakistan is facing energy crises. During his presentation he also addressed the key factors through which Pakistan can generate surplus energy by utilizing alternative energy modes mainly Hydro Power and Wind turbines.
Second session has been ended after having group discussion among the participants followed by lunch.
