REPORT – DAY 4 (27 October 2010)
Session one – Women in Energy Activities
Session chair: Prof.  Anoja Wickramasinghe (Sri Lanka) 
Session 1 day 4 started with presentation by Ms. Nazmun Nahar, Manager Rahimafrooz Renewable Energy Ltd. – Bangladesh. Her topic was “Success story of women empowerment – Bangladesh Model)”. Ms. Nazmun started her talk by giving overview of Rahimafrooz and shared the ratio of working women in Bangladesh who majorly working in the field of NGO or teaching. She also talked about projects carried out in Bangladesh such as irrigation system, pipeline drinking water, street light and office solutions. Ms. Nazmun also shared experience of implementing Solar-irrigation pumping system in Bangaldesh and shared the success they are achieving. She also talked about business model they have adopted for solar irrigation system which was well appreciated by the participants of the conference. She also talked about solar drinking water facility Bangladesh has implemented and future plan for reaching out to other part of Bangladesh.
Mr. Ahsan ullah Bhuiyan, Assistant General Manager at Grameen Shakti, Bangladesh started his presentation as second presenter of the day. His presentation focused on “Renewable Energy to increasing Home Income”.  Mr. Ahsan shared the overall energy consumption and challenges they are facing to electrified major part of Bangladesh. He also talked about the inception of Grameen Shakti (GS) and shared the objective and success of this organization. Mr. Ahsan also shared the efforts Grameen Shakti has put in to educate and create awareness among the rural areas of Bangladesh. He also shared the network they have laid in each part of Bangladesh to address the issues arises from any household. Mr. Ahsan also shared the financial model they have adopted and hurdles they have overcome during the process. He also shared the success they have achieved by electrifying schools, colleges, hospitals, clinics, house hold at hilly areas etc. and more importantly this model has created jobs for women in particular. He summarizes this presentation by sharing future plans and technological upgrade mechanism under this model.
Third presentation of session 1 has been given by Ms. Bushra Jafar, Public Outreach Specialist, Advance Electronics International on “Gender Perspective on Customer Services – Case study of LESCO”.  She started with the background of the energy policy project supported by USAID Pakistan where she shared the specially organized focus group discussion on request of LESCO at three selected sites where a separate session conducted for female domestic customers. It proved to be the valuable exercise for LESCO that made female customer visible. 
Fourth presentation of the day has been shared by Ms. Barsha Shrestha, General Manager, Clean Energy Development Bank, Nepal. She shared the overall energy scenario of Nepal and role of Clean Energy Development Bank is playing in energy sector of Nepal. Ms. Barsha talked about the consumption break-up of each sector and shared the status and role of Hydro power playing in overall Nepal energy sector. Ms. Barsha also shared the strategies they are adopting and laying of legal framework for the development of Hydro power in Nepal. She also shared the information about alternative energy resources and goals they have set for the promotion of this model. She ended her presentation by sharing the role Clean Energy Development Bank is playing in terms of loan financing for the development of Hydro and solar energy resources. 
Last presentation of the session has been started by Ms. Rosario Calderon, USAID Energy Office. She covered “USAID Gender Program” with the participants. She shared the gender definition and classification USAID has made for the betterment of energy sector mainly women empowerment. Ms. Rosario emphasized on the importance of gender equality and role the can efficiently play in the development of energy sector and the gender issues generally USAID is facing in Pakistan. She also shared the power equality in rural areas and shared the hard hit of the situation i.e. Women. Ms. Rosario also shared the gender inequality in power sector employment and ended her presentation by giving recommendation for the betterment and improvement of gender participation especially in power companies.
Ms. Anjoa the session chair concluded the session by appreciating the efforts and knowledge the presenters shared in their presentations. She also thanked Women In Energy, the organizing Committee and participants for taking keen interest in the event and for providing a platform for the betterment of renewable, alternative energy resources; in particular the initiative led by Engr. Senator Rukhsana Zuberi, Chairperson Women in Energy.
During the session break government dignitaries visited the conference and pledge to conserve energy in their respective ministries and written their valuable comments on the pledge board.. Dignitaries who visited are:

Session 2 – Energy Efficiency
Session Chair:  Ms. Nafeesa Shah, Chairperson National Council for Human Development
After the Tea Break, session 2 started with a presentation “Water & Energy Efficiency – California Style” by Mr. Shahid Chaudhry from Winrock International, USA. He started with general comparison between Pakistan and California State and continued with the model implemented in California to efficiently Conserve Energy and Water Management. He concluded with the recommendations based on the implemented California success story.
Next presentation was by Mr. Padmashiri, Regional Center for Lighting, Colombo, Sri Lanka. His presentation was based on Importance of use of efficient lighting in the region. He shared with the facts from the region and importance of Energy labels introduce by the Institute to standardize the equipment involved. He also shared the objectives set for his Institute, RCL, its functions and future milestones. 
Last Presentation of the second session was given by Mr. John R E Pullinger and Mr. Omar Malik from IRG on “Tube Wells Pump Motor Efficiency Improvement Project”. Mr. John started the presentation by highlighting different pumps use at tube well and hazards associated with their digging and maintenance and also talked about the problems farmers are facing in context of Pakistan. Mr. John also shared the pros and cons of the different tube wells especially using in Pakistan and hardship farmers are facing particularly of electricity consumption. Mr. Omar shared the solutions and energy conservation measures IRG has implemented and planned for the betterment of energy conservation and monetary benefits farmers are getting by electricity savings. He also shared the trainings carried out in collaboration with USAID in different parts of Pakistan and shared their experiences with the conference participants. Presentation has been ended by sharing pumping testing certification and standards framers / stake holders should adopt for energy efficiency.
Session chair Dr. Nafeesa Shah shared her concluding remarks with participants by thanking and appreciating the knowledge and information shared by each presenter. She also thanked Women In Energy and Pakistan Engineering Council for taking valuable and timely initiative for energy conservation and exploring best practices of alternative energy and conservation around the world. She concluded the session by putting emphasis on turning discussions into reality and renewed her commitment to support this conservation drive.

Session 3 – Recommendation and Conference Report
Session Chair: Mr. Laxman Neupane Project Coordinator, USAID SARI / Energy from Nepal

Third and last session of the day started with “Country Presentation – Afghanistan” by Ms. Hosay Rahimi (GERES), Engineer Mahbooba Abawi (UNFAO), Engineer Abdullah Sharifi (NRAP-MRRD). Group started their presentation by explaining the geographical location of Afghanistan in the region and shared current situation of the country from war from the last three decades. They shared the general information about their population and energy situation in the country. Group shared the potential in Hydro power generation capacity, potential in Bio-Gas and other renewable energy factors in Afghanistan. They ended their presentation by sharing future programs in collaboration with different government and non-governmental organizations for the betterment of energy sector by taking practical steps such as women empowerment, trainings to stakeholders and projects that are in completion phase.
Mr. Laxman concluded the session by appreciating the efforts people of Afghanistan are putting for the betterment of their country particularly energy reforms.

After this presentation seven different groups has been made by giving topics to each group to come-up with their recommendations and suggestion they can think of which enable to take practical steps by government and non-governmental organizations.
